City awarded $1.3 million
grant for infrastructure

The Appalachian Regional Commission
(ARC) recently approved a $1,374,714 grant
to the City of Morganton to construct an
I-40 frontage access road in Burke County.

The ARC funds will be used to construct
a .28-mile road connecting S. Sterling
Street to W. Parker Road located in
northwest quadrant of Exit 105 of I-40.
The new road will promote economic
development in the area by providing
essential access to new local development
sites supporting the growing tourism
industry in the county.

“This tremendous news is the result of
a lot of hard work on the part of so many,
including the City of Morganton, ARC,
NCDOT, and others,” Congressman Mark
Meadows said. “l am thrilled that we were
able to assist in getting this grant secured,
and I'm confident that the resulting
project will serve as a major catalyst for
our district's economy.”

It is estimated that the project will
support the creation of 45 new jobs over
next 3 years and leverage $15 million in
private investment in the area. The project
is contingent upon securing a developer
for the properties.

“I am so excited about the growth that's
happening in Morganton,” said Assistant
City Manager Sonja Marston, who
facilitated the grant application for the
City. “This grant will allow us to develop
necessary infrastructure to not only
support current growth, but to also create
opportunities for the future.”
